2012 BUDGET REPORT

SUMMARY

The 2012 Budget for Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District has been prepared in accordance with the modified accrual basis of
budgetary accounting.

Services to be provided in accordance with the 2012 budget include operation, maintenance and repair of Platte Canyon’s 76.3 miles
of water distribution mains, 75.7 miles of sanitary sewer collection mains, and one potable water pumping station. In addition to the
operation and maintenance of Platte Canyon’s facilities, the District will provide administrative, operations, and maintenance services
to Southwest Metropolitan, Bow Mar, Columbine, and Lochmoor Water and Sanitation Districts and Valley Sanitation District.
Proposed facility maintenance objectives for 2012 are described in greater detail in a separate document titled 2012 Maintenance
Goals.

Total revenue from all sources is projected to be $2,521.020 in 2012. Total expenditures are budgeted at $3,287,115; 43.4 percent
more than budgeted in 2011. General fund expenditures are budgeted at $1,964,403; 4.0 percent more than 2011 budgeted expenses
amounting to $1,816,124. Capital expenses for 2012 are budgeted at $1,322,712; 227.6 percent more than budgeted in 2011.

Beginning funds available in 2012 are estimated to be $10,232,755. The reserve fund balance is projected to decrease $766,095 to
$9,466,660 at year end 2012.
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REVENUE

. Total Revenue in 2012 is projected to be $2,521,020, 3.3 percent more than 2011 budgeted revenue.

. The largest single source of revenue is proposed to be tax revenue amounting to $1,348,787, 53.5 percent of total District
revenue. A breakdown of assessed valuations and property tax revenue for each county is shown on pages ten and eleven of the
budget.

. No system development fee revenue is expected in 2012 as a result of the reduction in the number of buildable residential lots

and the decline in new home construction within the District. No changes in tap fee amounts are proposed for 2012. The
water tap fee for a ¥-inch connection will remain $2,900 and the sewer tap fee for a single family residence or equivalent will
remain $1,000.

. Service charge revenue is anticipated to remain the same as 2011 revenue, $5,580. Bow Mar service revenue consists of a
charge of $12 per year per residence to transport wastewater from 215 residences in Bow Mar Water and Sanitation District
through Platte Canyon’s wastewater collection system. Fire hydrant use revenue includes fees assessed for use of District
owned fire hydrants. The fire hydrant use fee of $100 per month per hydrant is not proposed to change in 2012.

. Contract maintenance revenue is projected to be $1,060,825 in 2012; $135,075 more than 2011 budgeted revenue. The largest
single source of revenue is derived from Southwest Metropolitan Water and Sanitation District.  Southwest shares labor,
equipment, and overhead costs with Platte Canyon in accordance with a comprehensive cost accounting model. The 2012
budget projects $875,000 in revenue from the Southwest Intergovernmental Agreement. Platte Canyon also receives revenue
for administrative, operations, and maintenance services provided to Bow Mar, Columbine and Lochmoor Water and
Sanitation Districts and Valley Sanitation District. Services are billed to each of these Districts on a time and material basis in
accordance with a rate schedule adjusted annually. Revenue from these entities is projected to be $185,825 in 2012.

. Investment income in 2012 is projected to be $102,328, a decrease of $17,687 from estimated 2011 revenue of $120,015. The
average yield on District investments in 2012 is projected to be 1.0 percent.

. Proceeds from asset disposal includes revenue received from the sale of surplus equipment. Projected revenue of $3,500 is
based on historical sales data.
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OPERATING EXPENSES

. Total expenses for 2012 are budgeted at $3,287,115; $1,964,403 for operations and $1,322,712 for capital expenditures.

. Water related operating and maintenance expenses for 2012 are budgeted at $114,050; $12,770 more than estimated 2011
expenses of $101,280 and $5,775 more than $108,275 budgeted in 2011. Contract maintenance for system failures is budgeted
at $45,000; $5,000 more than budgeted in 2011. Remedial repairs to system components are budgeted at $20,000, the same
amount budgeted in 2011.

Columbine West Water Pumping Station costs for general maintenance, telemetry and utilities are budgeted at $22,050; $25
more than budgeted in 2011.

Maintenance supplies include small tools, water quality monitoring equipment and materials, and fire hydrant paint. This item
is budgeted at $9,500, an inflationary adjustment of $250 over the amount budgeted in 2011.

Utility notification consists or fees charged by the Utility Notification Center for Colorado (UNCC) which relays requests
from property owners and contractors to locate District owned facilities. All utility owners are required by statute to be
members of UNCC. The budget for utility notification has been increased $500 from $2,000 to $2,500 in anticipation of an
increase in the per call charge assessed by UNCC.

. Sanitary sewer related operating and maintenance costs are budgeted at $72,000, a decrease of $9,500 from the 2011 budget of
$81,500. Emergency sewer maintenance includes system repairs and cleanup costs associated with sewer backups originating
within District owned facilities. The amount budgeted for this line item remains $20,000; the same amount budgeted in 2011.
The budget for remedial sewer system repairs has been decreased $10,000 from $35,000 budgeted in 2011 to $25,000.
Operations staff projects a decrease in the amount of funds need for sewer point repairs in 2012.

Maintenance supplies include expenditures for small tools and non-capitalized sewer cleaning and video inspection equipment.
This item is budgeted at $7,000; the same amount as budgeted in 2011.

As described above, the amount budgeted for utility locations has been increased from $2,000 in 2011 to $2500 in 2012. The
District budgets and tracks utility location costs separately.
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Vehicle maintenance costs are budgeted at $15,500 in 2012; the same amount budgeted in 2011. No additions to the District’s
fleet are proposed for 2012, and the amount budgeted for maintenance is anticipated to be large enough to absorb inflationary
cost increases.

Equipment maintenance includes scheduled maintenance and repairs to equipment such as valve operators, mobile pumping
equipment, video inspection equipment, and sewer cleaning equipment. The budget for equipment maintenance has been
reduced from $35,000 to $32,500 as a result of historical trend data.

The budget for fuel has been increased $5,000 to $33,000 to cover cost increases incurred in 2011 as well as additional
increases expected in 2012.

Communications expenditures include payments for mobile phone expenditures as well as for an answering service that
provides back-up emergency call answering and notification services in the event of failure of the District’s primary
emergency communications system. All operations staff and selected administrative staff are assigned mobile phones. No
additional cellular phones are proposed for 2012, however the budget has been increased $1,500 from $10,500 in 2011 to
$12,000 in 2012 to cover increases in mobile phone service charges incurred in 2011 and expected in 2012,

The building office lease line item consists of Platte Canyon’s share of operating, maintenance and repair expenses for the
administrative office and garage facility located at 8739 W. Coal Mine Ave. Platte Canyon is contractually obligated to pay
30% of all building costs to the building owner Southwest Metropolitan Water and Sanitation District. Costs are billed
monthly at a fixed rate and reconciled annually based on actual costs incurred. These costs are projected to increase in 2012
due to scheduled maintenance proposed by Southwest. The budget for 2012 is $27,825, an increase of $5,325 from the 2011
budget.

Columbine West Pumping Station maintenance includes repairs and maintenance to the pump station building located at 7677
W. Ken Caryl Ave. Utility and operating costs for the pump station are budgeted within the Columbine West Pump Station
section of the Operating and Maintenance — Water category of the budget. There are no scheduled repair expenses; however
$500 is budgeted in 2012 in the event of unknown or emergency repairs.

Personnel costs, budgeted at $1,354,006 for 2012, represent 68.9 percent of total operating expenditures. The proposed budget
for all personnel costs is 4.0 percent more than the $1,301,386 budgeted in 2011.

The budget for regular wages for 2012 is $944,575, $36,325 or 4% more than the 2011 budget. Merit based wage increases
ranging from 0 to 5% are anticipated for 2012. Wages are based on an extensive survey of Colorado employers using data
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from Denver Water, Mountain States Employers Council and the Colorado Municipal League. The budget for overtime wages
has been increased $900 to accommodate increases resulting from base wage increases. Wage premiums consist of payment of
$12.50 per day to on-call employees.

Colorado County Officials and Employees Retirement Association provides administration of a 401k and a 457 retirement plan
for District permanent employees. For the 401k plan, the District matches employee contributions ranging from 3% to 8% of
wages. The 457 retirement plan is available for employees, but the District does not contribute nor match employee
contributions to the plan. The amount budgeted for 2012 for District contributions to the 401k plan assumes all employees
contributing at the maximum 8% contribution level. Currently, seven of the District’s 13 eligible employees contribute 8%
while the remaining employees contribute lesser amounts.

The District is covered by the Federal Contributions Retirement Act (Social Security) and thus contributes 6.2 % of employee
wages to FICA. It is also covered by the Federal Medicare Program and thus contributes 1.45% of employee wages to the
program. The amount budgeted for these two programs for 2012 is $73,989.

The District pays .3% of gross wages to the state unemployment insurance fund. The percentage paid by the District increased
in 2011 from .2% to .3%, so the 2012 budget has been increased to $2,902 from $1,860 budgeted in 2011.

The District purchases worker’s compensation insurance from Pinnacol Assurance. Premiums are based on employee wages
within various class codes and adjusted based on claim experience. $15,000 is budgeted in 2012, $3,000 less than budgeted in
2011.

The District provides a comprehensive health care benefit package to employees consisting of medical, dental, disability,
vision and life insurance. The amount budgeted for these benefits in 2012 is $219,375; 5.6% more than $207,775 budgeted in

2011 and 13% more than projected 2011 expenditures. The District’s medical insurance broker has advised the District to
anticipate a 10% increase in medical insurance premiums.

The budget for administrative expenses for 2012 is $115,125; 10.8 percent more than $103,875 budgeted in 2011.

Bank service charges consist of fees charged by Wells Fargo for various services provided by the bank. The 2012 budget is
based on historical expenses.

Books and magazines include professional and trade journals, technical publications and other employee training and
educational materials. The budget for 2012 is $6,000; the same amount budgeted in 2011.
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Platte Canyon belongs to several trade and research related associations and organizations, primarily the American Water
Works Association, Water Research Foundation, Water Environment Federation, National Association of Clean Water
Agencies, Special District Association, Mountain States Employer’s Council, Colorado Water Congress, and Government
Finance Officer’s Association. The 2012 budget for membership dues is $15,375; $750 or 4.9% more than budgeted in 2011.
The increase is related to an expected increase in association dues and does not include membership in any new organizations.

The 2012 budget includes $16,500 for newsletters and web site maintenance. The costs for the newsletters includes setup,
printing, and postage for three four page newsletters are planned for 2012, one more than prepared in 2011.

Office equipment maintenance includes repairs to, and maintenance of office copiers and printers and computer hardware. The
amount budgeted in 2012, $10,000, is based on historical expenditures.

Office furniture includes non-capital furniture expenditures and is budgeted at $5,000 for 2012.

Office supplies include filing, printing and stationary type items. The amount budgeted for 2012, $22,500, is based on
historical expenditures

The budget for computer software in 2012 is $5,000; the same amount budgeted in 2011. This line item covers non-capitalized
expenditures for software upgrades and new software programs.

Postage includes District expenditures for mailing and shipping exclusive of mailing the District’s newsletters to customers.
The postage budget for 2012 is $4,000; the same amount budgeted in 2011.

Legal notices, budgeted at $250 in 2012, include annual special district compliance notices such as the budget notice and
advertisements for construction project bids.

The regular director election is scheduled for 2012, so $2,500 is included in the 2012 budget to cover legal costs, printing and
election supply costs, election judge costs and other election related expenditures.

Professional development includes expenditures for employee and director attendance at trade and educational conferences,
seminars, and training sessions. All operations staff are now required to obtain continuing education credits to maintain state
certifications. In addition, employees are being encouraged to pursue training and education to support and enhance job
performance and knowledge. It is proposed that senior level operations and administrative staff be allowed to attend an annual
conference of one of the national water and sewer organizations that the District is a member of where there are demonstrated
benefits to the District’s operations and administration. The 2012 budget for professional development is $20,000.
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Professional and consulting related expenditures for 2012 are budgeted at 120,500, an increase of $4,500 over the 2011 budget.
Audit expenditures are budgeted at $7,500; the same amount budgeted in 2011.

General engineering services include expenditures for consultation relating to engineering matters, plan review services, and
surveying services that are non-capital project related. The 2012 budget includes $2,000 for such services.

Engineering for mapping and geographical information related services are budgeted at $15,000 in 2012; the same amount
budgeted in 2011. It is anticipated that a contract for enhancements to the District’s ESRI based GIS will be performed each
year for the next five years. The enhancements which are expected to improve the efficiency of District operations and expand
the usability of the GIS system will be performed over time as funds are made available.

Software management and information technology support expenditures include technical consultation and assistance with
software and computer hardware issues for both administrative and operations functions, including mobile applications. This
line item also includes existing software license updates and upgrades. The amount budgeted for 2012, $33,000, reflects a
10% increase over the 2011 budget of $30,000 due to the expansion in District information technology programs and
equipment.

The Rates and Fees Technical Advisory Committee budget has been increased to $25,000 from $10,500 budgeted in 2011 as a
result of the legal, public relations and technical advisory services anticipated to be necessary to respond to Denver Water’s
2012 rate increase and to participate in negotiations with Denver Water over a revised rate methodology.

No expenditures related to review of Littleton sewer rates is anticipated in 2012.

Insurance coverage for general liability, automobile, inland marine, property (Columbine West Pump Station), directors and
officers liability, and basic commercial crime are obtained through the Colorado Special District Property and Liability Pool.
In addition, supplemental commercial crime coverage is obtained from another source. Premiums for 2012 are expected to be
the same or slightly higher than those paid in 2011. Therefore, the budget for insurance coverages has been increased $2,800
(7.3%) from $38,400 in 2011 to $41,200 in 2012.

Directors’ fees are budgeted at $6,000 which assumes 100% attendance for all regularly scheduled meetings.
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J Treasurer’s fees consist of payments made to the Jefferson and Arapahoe County Treasurers for collection and remittance of
property taxes. The treasurers are allowed to retain 1.5% of property tax assessments as a processing charge.

CAPITAL EXPENSES

. Capital expenditures for 2012 are budgeted at $1,322,712, $919,003 more than $403,708 budgeted in 2011.

. One capital water projects is budgeted for 2011. The project consists of replacing approximately 474 of 6” cast iron pipe with
474’ of 6” C-900 PVC pipe in the Columbine Knolls subdivision at a cost of $70,585. A detailed explanation of the project is
included in the District’s Capital Master Plan for 2012-2021.

. One capital sewer project is budgeted for 2012. The project consists of lining 4,803 feet of 18-inch and 1,313 feet of 21-inch
concrete sewer pipe with a cured-in-place liner pipe and rehabilitating the existing 27 manholes on the Coon Creek Interceptor.
The project is estimated to cost $660,790. A detailed explanation of this project is included in the District’s Capital Master
Plan for 2012-2021.

. The 2012 budget includes $50,000 for the annual contract for cured-in-place pipe (CIPP) sewer rehabilitation projects that will
be scheduled on an as needed basis as determined by the District’s television inspection program.

. The 2012 capital expense budget includes an emergency reserve in the amount of $75,631 as required by the TABOR
Amendment.

. The 2011 capital expense budget includes a 15 percent contingency for water and sewer capital projects in the amount of
$117,206.

. Vehicle purchases are budgeted at $290,000 in 2012, $262,000 more than $28,000 budgeted in 2011. Vehicle and equipment
purchases are listed in the District’s Capital Improvement Plan for 2012-2021.

o Maintenance capital equipment is budgeted at $17,500, $500 less than $10,000 budgeted in 2011.

. Office capital equipment is budgeted at $40,000, $20,000 more than $20,000 budgeted in 2011.
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. Total expenditures for 2012 ($3,287,115) are projected to be more than projected 2012 revenue ($2,521,020) resulting in a
yearend deficit of $766,095. The deficit will be funded by a reduction in the District’s reserve funds.

PROPERTY TAXES

. The general operations mill levy for Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District in 2012 (tax year 2011) is proposed to remain
the same as the levy certified in tax years 2005 through 2011; 7.104 mills. There are no abatements and refunds for Jefferson
and Arapahoe Counties in tax year 2010. The total mill levy proposed for certification is 7.104 as compared with a mill levy
of 7.114 assessed in tax year 2010.

. Assessed values decreased 2.8% this year to $178,275,145 from $183,433,310 assessed in 2011. Seventy-eight and one-half
percent of the District assessed value is located in Jefferson County and twenty-one and one-half percent in Arapahoe County.

. Total property tax revenue proposed for 2012 is $1,266,467, $995,065 from Jefferson County and $271,401 from Arapahoe
County.

LEASE - PURCHASE AGREEMENTS

. As required by C.R.S. 29-1-103(3)(d), the 2012 budget includes a schedule for lease-purchase agreements. Platte Canyon does
not have any lease-purchase agreements requiring expenditure of funds in 2012.

PERSONNEL SUMMARY

. The personnel summary, Exhibit B, compares the number of full time and seasonal employment positions authorized in 2011
to the positions proposed for 2012. No increase in the number of employees or personnel hours is proposed for 2012.
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SUBDISTRICT NO. 1

. The 2012 Budget includes a supplemental schedule for the Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District Subdistrict No. 1,
established by resolution of the Board of Directors of Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District for the purpose of financing
water distribution system improvements in the Columbine Townhouses Il development.

. Revenue projected for the Subdistrict in 2012 is $30,400; $30,379 from property tax revenue and $21 from investment income.
A mill levy of 34.467 mills is proposed for assessment by Jefferson County to property owners within the boundaries of the
Subdistrict. This levy is in addition to the mill levy assessed by Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District.

. Total expenses for 2012 are budgeted at $28,953.

. Expenditures budgeted in 2012 include principal and interest loan payments to the Colorado Water Resources and Power
Development Authority in the amount of $28,525 and treasurer fees in the amount of $428.

SUBDISTRICT NO. 2

. The 2012 Budget includes a supplemental schedule for the Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District Subdistrict No. 2,
established by resolution of the Board of Directors of Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District for the purpose of financing
water distribution system improvements in the Columbine Townhouses IV development.

. Revenue projected for the Subdistrict in 2012 is $31,136; $31,122 from property tax revenue and $14 from investment income.
A mill levy of 35.434 mills is proposed for assessment by Jefferson County to property owners within the boundaries of the
Subdistrict. This levy is in addition to the mill levy assessed by Platte Canyon Water and Sanitation District.

. Expenditures budgeted in 2012 include principal and interest loan payments to the Colorado Water Resources and Power
Development Authority in the amount of $29,085, and treasurer fees in the amount of $436.
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TEN YEAR FINANCIAL PLAN

. The Ten Year Financial Plan identifies a reserve fund balance of $10,232,756 at year end 2011. The fund balance is projected
to decrease (including emergency reserve expenditures) to $9,466,660 in 2012. Over the ten year planning period, the reserve
fund balance is projected to increase to $12,181,103. The Board reviews the fund balance every year to determine the
adequacy of the reserves to fund District administrative, operations, maintenance, and capital project expenditures.

. The average yield on District investments is assumed to be 1.0 percent in 2012 and increase by one quarter (0.25) percent per
year to a maximum 5.4 percent. Interest revenue is projected to produce approximately 7.8 percent of total District revenue
over the ten year planning period.

. Income from intergovernmental operating agreements with Southwest Metropolitan, Bow Mar, Columbine, and Lochmoor
Water and Sanitation Districts and Valley Sanitation District is expected to produce approximately 42.7 percent of all future
District revenue. Intergovernmental agreement revenue is assumed to grow at a rate of 3.0 percent in 2013 and 3.4 percent per
year in 2013 through 2020.

. Operating expenses are projected to increase 3.0 percent in 2013 and to 3.4 percent per year thereafter.

. Capital expenditures are projected to be $4,031,415 between 2012 and 2021. These expenses are derived from the District’s
Capital Improvement Plan for 2012-2021.
